Requirement

For 2011-12 ALL AB212 participants are required to complete three (3) units of general education or early
childhood/child development (after July 1, 2011) toward degree, as documented on transcript with grade of
Cor better. Coursework planned must be completed prior to May 31, 2012 to be considered for any
incentives. Early childhood educators who hold a BA or higher with a min. of 24 child development units
including the core 8 courses as identified by the Curriculum Alignment Project may complete a minimum of
54 pre-approved professional growth hours for eligibility to the AB212 PDP.

related to Desired Results, Preschool Learning Foundations, or California Preschool Curriculum
